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Dear all,

Welcome to CCC Chinese School. We look forward to working with you and your family to make
the 2024-25 a fruitful and memorable year for you and your students.

At the beginning of this school year, Shaker Middle School (SMS) notified the Chinese School
that the lease of the SMS facilities will be discontinues if the incidents that happened the
previous school year reoccur. Such incidents include classrooms being found with broken items
or missing materials after being used by the Chinese School. Also, students had entered
unauthorized spaces on more than one occasion. Additionally, teacher’s desks had been gone
through.

As you all know, Chinese School operates based off the SMS facilities, without which we have
nowhere to go. Therefore, we are requesting every one of the Chinese School students,
teachers and parents cooperate with us on reinforcing/implementing the following rules:

* No entry to the unauthorized areas that will be outlined by the “DO NOT ENTER” tape.
® No running/chasing around in the areas assigned to the Chinese School.

® Parents should not stay in the hallway after dropping off the student. The cafeteria is
assigned as the waiting area for parents.



® No touchy of anything in the classroom except the white board, screen, desks and
chairs. Do not use any school supplies in the classroom that belong to SMS. Do not wipe
off any contents on the white board left by the SMS students and teachers. Teachers
can get posters from school admin desk to write on if needed.

® Notify the school admin team immediately should you find anything broken/not
working or missing in the classrooms or other areas for Chinese School to communicate

it to SMS in time.

® Cooperate with the school staff in orange vest at any time.

Please make it clear to your students that it’s critical to follow the Chinese School rules as we
cannot afford losing the SMS facilities. As a parent/teacher, please feel free to say something
when you see something to help us build up a compliant and safe environment for the students

at the Chinese School.
